Parent’s Role as Decision-Maker



Done By You (DBY) 
Keepsake Book - the simplest route to create a
beautiful keepsake without over‑investing

Done With You (DWY) or Done For You (DFY)
School/Community - local, regional
Commercial goals: DWY & DFY

NEXT STEPS 



A professional evaluation of your child’s book:
highlights strengths
identifies specific opportunities
recommends a right‑sized path forward (keepsake, regional, commercial)

Option 1: $300 – Written assessment
Option 2: $400 – Written assessment + chat with an editor

Parents purchase and receive the report.
Child involvement is always parent‑guided.

Manuscript Assessment 



NEXT STEP: 
Free Discovery Call (15–20 min)
What we’ll talk about:

Your child’s book: what it is, what excites them, what you hope for.
A quick, honest view of likely paths: keepsake, community edition, or
publishable.
Right‑sized next steps: Manuscript Assessment vs. simple DIY improvements.
Clear answers to any questions you have about costs, timelines, and roles.
